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DRAWING

W Begin to use a variety of simple drawing tools (finger, sticks,
pencil and felt tips).

W Experiment with mark making in an exploratory way.

W Enjoy looking at and talking about art.

W Experiment with observational skills by using mirrors or to
include main features of faces.

M (Continuous areas of provision for children to use and refine a
variety of techniques).

PAINTING/MIXED MEDIA

M Experiment with colour mixing.

M Explore mark making using different application methods such as
fingers, splatter, natural materials).

M Create different textures.

W Work on different scales.

W introduce primary colours.

M Experiment with properties of clay, play dough and plasticine
B Understand the safety and basic care of the tools used.
W Manipulate malleable materials for a purpose.

ARTAPPRECIATION

M Explore a range of media.

M Begin to explore tone by drawing light/dark lines, patterns and
simple shapes.

M Develop observational skills by looking at the shapes and
patterns

Ml Investigate textures by describing, naming, rubbing and copying.

W Begin to evaluate their work by talking about how they can
improve their work.

W Use a variety of tools such as different sized brushes, sponges, fingers).
B Explore colour mixing creating secondary colours.

M Create texture and effects by mixing media, layering materials.

W Work on different scales more confidently.

W Explore and experiment joining different materials

M Create a range of textural effects

W Add carving and shaping techniques to sculptures.

B Study and research a range of diverse, cultural and historical artists, craft makers, architects and designers.
M Evaluate and interpret artist work to inspire their own art pieces.
W Compare similarities and differences between their own and their peers’ work.

LOWER KEY STAGE 2

M Develop more control over drawing tools.

M Investigate proportion, emotion and expression.

M Experiment with different implements to achieve variations in
tone using a range of materials.

W Apply simple use of pattern and texture in a drawing

W Apply intricate mark making, lines and shapes within a drawing.

M Evaluate their work more regularly and independently.

W Mix colours and to know which primary colours make
secondary colours

B Mix and use tints and shades to create different effects.

M Experiment with different effects and textures.

B Use their knowledge of colour mixing and make choices about
suitable tools.

B Plan, design and make models from observation or imagination.
MW Join materials in different ways confidently.
B Transform 2D designs into 3D form.

UPPER KEY STAGE 2

W Apply a more complex use of pattern and texture in a drawing.
